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Help Us Keep Your Children Safe - Guideline for JCC Members with Young Children

At the Merage Jewish Community Center of Orange County, we strive to create a safe and welcoming environment for our members and their children. The safety of your children at the J is a priority to us; therefore, we ask that you adhere to the following policies: 
· 2nd Graders and younger members must be accompanied by an adult JCC member at all times
· 3rd-5th Grade Members must have a parent or guardian member in the building and check in with fitness desk. While you are in the building utilizing the J’s many amenities, we extend certain privileges to children in the third through fifth grade.  A parent or responsible adult must check in at the Fitness Desk and identify where they will be in the J before third through fifth graders may be permitted in the gymnasium unaccompanied. A parent or other responsible adult must also be in the JCC building and provide periodic oversight for third through fifth graders to be unaccompanied in the JCC common spaces: the lobby, Main Street and the café. Children who are respectful of others and of the facility will retain this privilege indefinitely and can look forward to utilizing the teen lounge when they reach sixth grade.
· 6th Grade Members and older may utilize the teen lounge.
When you are not in the building, please plan to have your children younger than sixth grade enrolled in one of our many children’s programs, including Club J, our homework/study center, performing arts classes or basketball league.

FITNESS CENTER: 
· Members under 12 years old are not allowed in the Fitness Center
· 12-15 year old Members must have a Teen Certification OR  may use the Fitness Center  if they are accompanied by a parent or guardian
FITNESS CLASSES;

· Must be 16 years old to participate in any of the J’s Group Exercise classes.
LOCKER ROOMS:
· Children under 12 years old must be supervised by a parent or guardian in the Locker Room. Swim Team participants must be supervised by their coaches.

·  Children over 3 years old may not be in a locker room designated for the opposite sex. Please use our Family Changing Room.
· Children who are 3-12 years old with parents should use family changing room if necessary.

POOL:
· Children under 12, must be supervised by a parent or guardian in the pool area except when participating in scheduled swim team activities.
